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Graduate Scholarship Application Packet

Eligibility Requirements:
1. Applicant must be a member of the National Athletic Trainers’ Association (NATA) at the time of application and hold the ATC credential or be eligible to sit for the BOC exam.
2. Applicant must be a graduate of an undergraduate athletic training program in Iowa, during the academic year of this application
3. Applicant must have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.2 (based on 4.0 scale) for undergraduate and any completed  graduate courses to date including the Fall term of the year of application.
4. Applicant must the intention of pursuing athletic training as a career.

Application Instruction:
1. All sections of the application pack must be completed and signed as directed, or will not be considered by the Honors and Awards Committee including:
a. General Information Sheet (completed and signed/electronically by the applicant)
b. Applicant’s Essay (written and signed/electronically signed by the applicant)
c. Letter of Recommendation (written and signed by the sponsoring BOC Certified  Athletic Trainer and member of IATS, these letters may also be submitted electronically by the sponsoring BOC Certified Athletic Trainer).
2. All information in this application pack must be submitted electronically or be typewritten.
3. Application packets must include official transcripts of ALL undergraduate and graduate coursework to date, including the Fall term of the application year.
4. Incomplete packets will not be considered for scholarship awards.
5. Completed application packet, and ALL academic transcripts, must be submitted by e-mail or mailed to:

3. Applicants will be notified of the IATS Honors and Awards Committee’s decision by April 30th of the year of application
4. The winning applicant must verify current enrollment in a graduate program prior to receiving payment
